UNDERSTANDING COLORADO’S POLITICAL ENVIRONMENT

COLORADO’S POLITICAL LANDSCAPE IS A BLEND OF URBAN LIBERAL HUBS AND MORE CONSERVATIVE RURAL AREAS. THIS

THe UrBAaN-RURAL DivIDE

ONE OF THE MOST IMPORTANT ELEMENTS FOR CONSERVATIVE VOTERS TO GRASP IS THE GEOGRAPHIC SPLIT IN POLITICAL
PREFERENCES. CITIES LIKE DENVERI BOULDER/ AND FORT COLLINS OFTEN VOTE DEMOCRAT/ WHILE MANY RURAL COUNTIES
MAINTAIN STRONG CONSERVATIVE LEANINGS. THIS DIVIDE AFFECTS NOT ONLY STATEWIDE RACES BUT ALSO LOCAL ELECTIONS
AND BALLOT INITIATIVES.

INFORMATION IS POWER, ESPECIALLY WHEN POLITICAL TIDES ARE SHIFTING. FOR CONSERVATIVE VOTERS IN COLORADO/
STAYING INFORMED MEANS ACCESSING RELIABLE NEWS SOURCES, UNDERSTANDING BALLOT MEASURES, AND ENGAGING WITH LOCAL
POLITICAL ORGANIZATIONS.

TrUsTED NEWS SoOURCES AND CONSERVATIVE MEDIA

FINDING BALANCED AND TRUSTWORTHY NEWS SOURCES CAN BE CHALLENGING. CONSERVATIVE VOTERS MIGHT CONSIDER:

® | OCAL NEWSPAPERS LIKE THE COLORADO SPRINGS GAZETTE, WHICH TEND TO OFFER MORE CENTRIST OR CONSERVATIVE
PERSPECTIVES.

o NATIONAL CONSERVATIVE OUTLETS SUCH AS THE DAILY SIGNAL OR THE W/ ASHINGTON EXAMINER FOR BROADER POLICY
ANALYSIS.

e SOCIAL MEDIA GROUPS AND FORUMS DEDICATED TO COLORADO CONSERVATIVE POLITICS FOR GRASSROOTS UPDATES.

IT'S IMPORTANT TO CROSS-REFERENCE INFORMATION AND AVOID ECHO CHAMBERS BY OCCASIONALLY REVIEWING MULTIPLE
VIEWPOINTS.

UNDERSTANDING BALLOT MEASURES AND LOCAL ELECTIONS

COLORADO IS KNOWN FOR ITS FREQUENT BALLOT INITIATIVES, WHICH CAN SIGNIFICANTLY IMPACT STATE LAWS.
CONSERVATIVE VOTERS SHOULD:

® REVIEW OFFICIAL VOTER GUIDES PUBLISHED BY THE COLORADO SECRETARY OF STATE.
o ATTEND TOWN HALLS OR CANDIDATE FORUMS TO ASK QUESTIONS DIRECTLY.

® ENGAGE WITH LOCAL CONSERVATIVE GROUPS THAT PROVIDE ANALYSIS OF BALLOT MEASURES AND ENDORSEMENTS.

LOCAL ELECTIONS OFTEN FLY UNDER THE RADAR BUT CAN INFLUENCE SCHOOL BOARDS, SHERIFFS, AND CITY COUNCILS, ALL OF
WHICH AFFECT DAILY LIFE.

REGISTERING AND VOTING AS A CONSERVATIVE IN COLORADO

COLORADO’S VOTING SYSTEM IS HIGHLY ACCESSIBLE, WITH MAIL-IN BALLOTS AND EARLY VOTING OPTIONS WIDELY AVAILABLE.
CONSERVATIVE VOTERS CAN TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THIS TO ENSURE THEIR VOICES ARE HEARD.

REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS AND DEADLINES

To PARTICIPATE IN ELECTIONS, YOU MUST BE REGISTERED. HERE’S WHAT CONSERVATIVE VOTERS NEED TO KNOW:



® REGISTRATION IS AVAILABLE ONLINE, IN PERSON, OR BY MAIL.
® THE DEADLINE TO REGISTER IS USUALLY 22 DAYS BEFORE AN ELECTION.

o COLORADO ALLOWS SAME-DAY VOTER REGISTRATION, WHICH CAN BE A HELPFUL SAFETY NET.

STAYING AHEAD OF DEADLINES IS CRUCIAL TO AVOID LAST-MINUTE ISSUES.

VoTING METHODS: MAIL-IN, EARLY, AND ELECTION DAY

COLORADO IS A LEADER IN ACCESSIBLE VOTING:

® MAIL-IN VOTING: BALLOTS ARE AUTOMATICALLY MAILED TO ALL REGISTERED VOTERS, MAKING IT CONVENIENT TO VOTE
FROM HOME.

e EARLY VOTING: AVAILABLE AT DESIGNATED CENTERS WEEKS BEFORE ELECTION DAY.

o ELECTION DAY VOTING: IN-PERSON VOTING REMAINS AN OPTION, WITH POLLING PLACES OPEN STATEWIDE.

CONSERVATIVE VOTERS SHOULD PLAN AHEAD TO CHOOSE THE METHOD THAT BEST FITS THEIR SCHEDULE.

UNDERSTANDING COLORADO’S POLITICAL LANDSCAPE

COLORADO’S POLITICAL ENVIRONMENT HAS UNDERGONE SIGNIFICANT TRANSFORMATIONS OVER THE PAST TWO DECADES.
HISTORICALLY/ THE STATE LEANED CONSERVATIVE, ESPECIALLY IN RURAL AREAS AND AMONG OLDER DEMOGRAPHICS. HO\X/EVER/
THE INFLUX OF YOUNGER, MORE LIBERAL RESIDENTS IN URBAN CENTERS SUCH AS DENVER, BOULDER, AND FORT COLLINS HAS
ALTERED THE ELECTORAL BALANCE.

THE STATE NOW EXHIBITS A COMPETITIVE POLITICAL ATMOSPHERE, WITH DEMOCRATS HOLDING A MAJORITY IN STATEWIDE
OFFICES AND THE STATE LEGISLATURE AS OF THE 2020s. CONSERVATIVE VOTERS MUST THEREFORE NAVIGATE A LANDSCAPE
MARKED BY URBAN-RURAL DIVIDES, SHIFTING PARTY AFFILIATIONS, AND EMERGING POLICY DEBATES.

DEMOGRAPHIC SHIFTS AND VOTER BEHAVIOR

ONE OF THE MOST INFLUENTIAL FACTORS IN COLORADO’S POLITICAL SHIFTS IS DEMOGRAPHIC CHANGE. THE STATE’S
POPULATION HAS GROWN RAPIDLY, WITH A SIGNIFICANT INCREASE IN HISPANIC AND YOUNGER VOTERS, GROUPS THAT TEND TO
LEAN DEMOCRATIC. AcCcorDING TO THE U.S. Census BUREAU, CoLORADO’S HISPANIC POPULATION INCREASED BY NEARLY
200/0 OVER THE LAST DECADE, IMPACTING VOTER REGISTRATION AND TURNOUT PATTERNS.

CONSERVATIVE VOTERS IN COLORADO TEND TO BE CONCENTRATED IN RURAL COUNTIES, MOUNTAIN TOWNS, AND SUBURBAN
REGIONS. THESE AREAS OFTEN PRIORITIZE ISSUES SUCH AS SECOND AMENDMENT RIGHTS, LIMITED GOVERNMENT, AND ECONOMIC
FREEDOM. UNDERSTANDING THE GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION OF CONSERVATIVE VOTERS IS ESSENTIAL FOR CAMPAIGN
STRATEGISTS AND ACTIVISTS AIMING TO MOBILIZE SUPPORT EFFECTIVELY.

ELecTiON RESULTS AND PARTY DYNAMICS

RECENT ELECTIONS ILLUSTRATE COLORADO’S COMPLEX POLITICAL BALANCE. IN THE 2020 PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION, THE
DEMOCRATIC CANDIDATE WON THE STATE BY A SIZABLE MARGIN, REFLECTING URBAN VOTING TRENDS. HO\X/EVER, REPUBLICAN
CANDIDATES FOUND SUCCESS IN CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICTS AND LOCAL OFFICES, PARTICULARLY IN MORE CONSERVATIVE
REGIONS.

THeE COLORADO REPUBLICAN PARTY HAS FACED INTERNAL DEBATES OVER STRATEGY, MESSAGING, AND CANDIDATE SELECTION.
THE PARTY’S ABILITY TO UNIFY DIVERSE CONSERVATIVE FACTIONS—FROM MODERATE REPUBLICANS TO MORE LIBERTARIAN OR
SOCIALLY CONSERVATIVE GROUPS—WILL INFLUENCE FUTURE ELECTORAL OUTCOMES.

Key Issues FOR CONSERVATIVE VOTERS IN COLORADO

A CONSERVATIVE VOTERS GUIDE COLORADO MUST ADDRESS THE POLICY AREAS MOST PERTINENT TO THE STATE’S
ELECTORATE. THESE ISSUES OFTEN REFLECT BROADER NATIONAL CONSERVATIVE PRIORITIES BUT ARE SHAPED BY COLORADO’S
UNIQUE SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC CONTEXT.



SECOND AMENDMENT RIGHTS

GUN OWNERSHIP AND FIREARM REGULATIONS REMAIN A PIVOTAL ISSUE. COLORADO VOTERS HAVE WITNESSED CONTENTIOUS
DEBATES OVER MEASURES SUCH AS UNIVERSAL BACKGROUND CHECKS AND RED FLAG LAWS. WHILE THE STATE HAS ENACTED
STRICTER GUN LAWS IN RECENT YEARS, CONSERVATIVE VOTERS FREQUENTLY ADVOCATE FOR PROTECTING SECOND AMENDMENT
RIGHTS AND OPPOSING WHAT THEY VIEW AS GOVERNMENT OVERREACH.

ENERGY AND ENVIRONMENTAL POLICIES
