ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW QUESTIONS OFTEN SERVE AS THE GATEWAY TO ONE OF THE MOST PRESTIGIOUS AND

REW ARDING OPPORTUNITIES FOR COLLEGE STUDENTS INTERESTED IN MILITARY SERVICE. [F YOU'RE PREPARING FOR THIS CRITICAL
STEP, UNDERSTANDING THE NATURE OF THESE QUESTIONS AND HOW TO ANSWER THEM EFFECTIVELY CAN MAKE ALL THE
DIFFERENCE. THE ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW IS NOT JUST ABOUT TESTING YOUR KNOWLEDGE;, IT’S ABOUT
ASSESSING YOUR POTENTIAL AS A FUTURE LEADER, YOUR COMMITMENT, AND YOUR READINESS TO TAKE ON THE CHALLENGES OF
MILITARY LIFE.

IN THIS ARTICLE, WE’LL DELVE INTO THE TYPES OF QUESTIONS YOU CAN EXPECT, THE REASONING BEHIND THEM, AND HOW TO
BEST PREPARE SO YOU CAN SHINE IN YOUR INTERVIEW. WHETHER YOU’RE A HIGH SCHOOL SENIOR APPLYING FOR THE
SCHOLARSHIP OR A COLLEGE STUDENT AIMING TO JOIN ROTC/ THESE INSIGHTS WILL HELP YOU FEEL CONFIDENT AND READY.

UNDERSTANDING THE PURPOSE BEHIND ARMY RO TC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW
QUESTIONS

BEFORE JUMPING INTO WHAT QUESTIONS MIGHT COME UP, IT’S IMPORTANT TO UNDERSTAND WHY THESE QUESTIONS ARE ASKED.
THE ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP ISN’T JUST ABOUT ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE; IT’S ABOUT MOLDING LEADERS WHO WILL SERVE
WITH HONOR AND DISTINCTION. INTERVIEWERS WANT TO GET A CLEAR PICTURE OF WHO YOU ARE BEYOND YOUR TEST SCORES
AND TRANSCRIPTS.

THEY ARE LOOKING FOR QUALITIES SUCH AS LEADERSHIP POTENTIAL, MOTIVATION, DISCIPLINE, COMMUNICATION SKILLS, AND A
GENUINE COMMITMENT TO SERVING IN THE MILITARY. THE INTERVIEW IS DESIGNED TO ASSESS HOW WELL YOU ALIGN WITH THE
ARMY VALUES AND IF YOU HAVE THE MINDSET REQUIRED TO SUCCEED AS AN OFFICER.

THE RoLE oF LEADERSHIP AND CHARACTER IN INTERVIEW QUESTIONS

MANY OF THE QUESTIONS FOCUS ON YOUR PAST LEADERSHIP EXPERIENCES OR HYPOTHETICAL SCENARIOS WHERE YOUR
LEADERSHIP SKILLS MIGHT BE TESTED. THEY WANT TO EVALUATE YOUR DECISION-MAKING PROCESS, YOUR ABILITY TO HANDLE
STRESS, AND HOW YOU WORK WITH OTHERS.

QUESTIONS RELATED TO CHARACTER OFTEN EXPLORE YOUR ETHICS, INTEGRITY, AND HOW YOU HANDLE CHALLENGES. SINCE
ROTC OFFICERS ARE EXPECTED TO UPHOLD HIGH MORAL STANDARDS, DEMONSTRATING HONESTY AND MATURITY IS CRUCIAL.

ComMoN ArRMY ROTC ScHoLARSHIP INTERVIEW QUESTIONS AND How ToO
APPROACH THEM

KNOWING THE TYPICAL QUESTIONS CAN HELP YOU PREPARE THOUGHTFUL AND AUTHENTIC RESPONSES. HERE ARE SOME OF THE
MOST FREQUENTLY ASKED ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW QUESTIONS AND TIPS FOR ANSWERING THEM.

1. TeLL Me ABouUT Y OURSELF

THIS OPEN-ENDED QUESTION IS ALMOST GUARANTEED. IT’S YOUR CHANCE TO PROVIDE A BRIEF OVERVIEW OF YOUR
BACKGROUND, INTERESTS, AND WHAT DRIVES YOU. Focus ON ASPECTS THAT RELATE TO LEADERSHIP, YOUR INTEREST IN THE
MILITARY, AND YOUR ACADEMIC GOALS.



TiP: KEEP IT CONCISE AND RELEVANT. HIGHLIGHT EXPERIENCES THAT SHOW YOUR READINESS FOR ROTC.

2. WHy Do You WANT To JoIN ArmMY ROTC?

INTERVIEWERS WANT TO HEAR YOUR MOTIVATION. ARE YOU PASSIONATE ABOUT SERVING YOUR COUNTRY? DO YOU WANT TO
DEVELOP LEADERSHIP SKILLS? PERHAPS THE SCHOLARSHIP WILL HELP YOU AFFORD COLLEGE WHILE PURSUING A MEANINGFUL
CAREER.

Tip: BE HONEST AND SPECIFIC. SHARE ANY PERSONAL STORIES OR INSPIRATIONS THAT LED You To ROTC.

3. Descriee A TIME WHEN You DEMONSTRATED LEADERSHIP

THIS QUESTION DIGS INTO YOUR PAST EXPERIENCES. |T COULD BE FROM SCHOOL CLUBS, SPORTS TEAMS, VOLUNTEER WORK, OR
EVEN FAMILY SITUATIONS.

Tip: Use THE ST AR MeTHOD (SITUATION, TASK, ACTION, RESULT) TO STRUCTURE YOUR ANSWER CLEARLY.

4. How Do You HANDLE STRESS AND PRESSURE?

MILITARY LIFE IS CHALLENGING, AND INTERVIEWERS WANT TO KNOW IF YOU HAVE COPING STRATEGIES.

TIP: SHARE PRACTICAL EXAMPLES LIKE TIME MANAGEMENT, PHYSICAL EXERCISE, OR SEEKING SUPPORT.

5. WHAT ARE Your LonNG-TErRM CAREER GOALS?

THIS QUESTION ASSESSES HOW COMMITTED YOU ARE TO A MILITARY CAREER AND WHETHER YOUR AMBITIONS ALIGN WITH
ARMY VALUES.

Tip: EVEN IF YOURE UNSURE, EXPRESS A WILLINGNESS TO SERVE AND GROW AS A LEADER.

6. How WouLb Your FRIENDS OR TEACHERS DescrIBE Your

THIS GIVES INSIGHT INTO YOUR PERSONALITY AND INTERPERSONAL SKILLS.

Tip: CHOOSE POSITIVE TRAITS LIKE DEPENDABLE, DISCIPLINED, OR TEAM~ORIENTED AND BACK THEM UP WITH EXAMPLES.

7. WHAT Do You Know AsouT THE ARMY AND ROTC PROGRAM?

INTERVIEWERS EXPECT YOU TO HAVE DONE YOUR HOMEWORK.

Tip: RESEARCH KEY ROTC FACTS, THE SCHOLARSHIP BENEFITS, AND THE RESPONSIBILITIES OF AN ROTC CADET.

PREPARING FOR BEHAVIORAL AND SITUATIONAL QUESTIONS



BEHAVIORAL INTERVIEW QUESTIONS ARE COMMON IN ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEWS BECAUSE THEY REVEAL HOW YOU’VE
ACTED IN REAL-LIFE SITUATIONS. SITUATIONAL QUESTIONS PRESENT HYPOTHETICAL SCENARIOS TO SEE HOW YOU MIGHT
RESPOND AS A FUTURE OFFICER.

EFFECTIVE STRATEGIES FOR BEHAVIORAL QUESTIONS

- USE SPECIFIC EXAMPLES FROM YOUR LIFE.
- EMPHASIZE YOUR ROLE AND THE OUTCOME.
- REFLECT ON WHAT YOU LEARNED FROM THE EXPERIENCE.

HANDLING HYPOTHETICAL SCENARIOS

- THINK CRITICALLY ABOUT LEADERSHIP PRINCIPLES.
- SHOW EMPATHY AND SOUND JUDGMENT.
- DEMONSTRATE PROBLEM-SOLVING SKILLS.

For INST NCE, YOU MIGHT BE ASKED, “W/HAT WOULD YOU DO IF A TEAM MEMBER WAS NOT PULLING THEIR WEIGHT DURING
GROUP PROJECT?” A STRONG ANSWER WOULD BALANCE ACCOUNTARBILITY WITH SUPPORT AND TEAMW ORK.

Tips To AceE YOUR ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW

BEYOND KNOWING THE QUESTIONS, YOUR OVERALL INTERVIEW DEMEANOR PLAYS A HUGE ROLE IN MAKING A POSITIVE
IMPRESSION.

¢ DRESS PROFESSIONALLY: PRESENT YOURSELF IN A NEAT AND RESPECTFUL MANNER.

e PRACTICE Goob COMMUNICATION: SPEAK CLEARLY AND CONFIDENTLY BUT AVOID SOUNDING REHEARSED.

o RESEARCH THOROUGHLY: UNDERSTAND THE ROTC PROGRAM, ITS VALUES, AND THE ARMY’S MISSION.

o PREPARE QUESTIONSZ HAVE THOUGHTFUL QUESTIONS READY TO ASK THE INTERVIEWER, SHOWING YOUR GENUINE
INTEREST.

® Be AUTHENTIC: AUTHENTICITY RESONATES MORE THAN PERFECT BUT INSINCERE ANSWERS.

e STAY CALM: USE DEEP BREATHING OR VISUALIZATION TO MANAGE NERVES.

ADDITIONAL INSIGHTS ON THE ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW
PrROCESS

INTERVIEWS OFTEN VARY DEPENDING ON THE SCHOOL OR THE PANEL CONDUCTING THEM. SOME MIGHT INCLUDE GROUP
INTERVIEWS OR PHYSICAL FITNESS DISCUSSIONS. BEING FLEXIBLE AND ADAPTABLE CAN HELP YOU NAVIGATE THESE VARIATIONS
SMOOTHLY.

REMEMBEE, THE INTERVIEW IS AS MUCH ABOUT YOUR POTENTIAL AS A FUTURE ARMY OFFICER AS IT IS ABOUT YOUR CURRENT
ACHIEVEMENTS. SHOWING A WILLINGNESS TO LEARN, GROW, AND LEAD CAN SET YOU APART.



MOREOVER, UNDERSTANDING THE BROADER RO T C SCHOLARSHIP BENEFITS — SUCH AS TUITION COVERAGE, LEADERSHIP
TRAINING, AND CAREER DEVELOPMENT — CAN HELP YOU FRAME YOUR ANSWERS AROUND HOW YOU INTEND TO MAXIMIZE THESE
OPPORTUNITIES.

LEVERAGING Mock INTERVIEWS AND FEEDBACK

ONE OF THE BEST WAYS TO PREPARE IS TO ENGAGE IN MOCK INTERVIEWS WITH MENTORS, TEACHERS, OR ROTC cApEeTs. THIS
PRACTICE HELPS YOU REFINE YOUR ANSWERS, IMPROVE YOUR CONFIDENCE, AND RECEIVE CONSTRUCTIVE FEEDBACK.

MINDSET MATTERS: EMBRACING THE CHALLENGE

APPROACH THE INTERVIEW AS A CONVERSATION RATHER THAN A TEST. THE PANEL WANTS TO GET TO KNOW YOU GENUINELY.
BEING OPEN ABOUT YOUR ASPIRATIONS, CHALLENGES, AND VALUES WILL HELP BUILD RAPPORT AND DEMONSTRATE YOUR
LEADERSHIP POTENTIAL.

PREPARING FOR THE ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW QUESTIONS IS AN ESSENTIAL STEP TOWARD EARNING A SCHOLARSHIP
THAT CAN SIGNIFICANTLY IMPACT YOUR EDUCATIONAL AND PROFESSIONAL FUTURE. BY UNDERSTANDING THE TYPES OF
QUESTIONS ASKED, PRACTICING YOUR RESPONSES, AND PRESENTING YOURSELF AUTHENTICALLY, YOU POSITION YOURSELF AS A
STRONG CANDIDATE READY TO EMBARK ON A REWARDING JOURNEY AS AN ARMY OFFICER.

FREQUENTLY AskeD QUESTIONS

\WHAT IS THE PRIMARY PURPOSE OF THE ARMY RO T C SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW?

THE PRIMARY PURPOSE OF THE ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW IS TO ASSESS THE CANDIDATE'S LEADERSHIP POTENTIAL,
MOTIVATION FOR MILITARY SERVICE, AND THEIR UNDERSTANDING OF THE ROTC PROGRAM AND ARMY VALUES.

How sHouLD | PREPARE FOR COMMON ARMY RO T C SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW
QUESTIONS?

Y OU SHOULD REVIEW YOUR PERSONAL EXPERIENCES, LEADERSHIP ROLES, ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENTS, AND BE READY TO DISCUSS
WHY YOU WANT TO JOIN THE ARMY. RESEARCH ARMY VALUES, ROTC PROGRAM DETAILS, AND CURRENT MILITARY TOPICS TO
SHOW YOUR COMMITMENT AND KNOWLEDGE.

\WHAT TYPES OF QUESTIONS ARE TYPICALLY ASKED IN AN ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP
INTERVIEW?

QUESTIONS OFTEN FOCUS ON LEADERSHIP EXPERIENCE, TEAMWORK, PERSONAL CHALLENGES, MOTIVATION FOR JOINING THE
ARMY/ UNDERSTANDING OF MILITARY DUTIES, AND HOW YOU PLAN TO BALANCE ACADEMICS AND ROTC COMMITMENTS.

How CAN | DEMONSTRATE LEADERSHIP POTENTIAL DURING THE ARMY ROTC
SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW?

PROVIDE SPECIFIC EXAMPLES FROM YOUR PAST WHERE YOU TOOK INITIATIVE, INFLUENCED OTHERS POSITIVELY, SOLVED
PROBLEMS, OR LED A TEAM SUCCESSFULLY. Uste THE ST AR MeTHOD (SITUATION, TASK, ACTION, RESULT) TO STRUCTURE
YOUR RESPONSES CLEARLY.



\WHAT PERSONAL QUALITIES DOES THE INTERVIEWER LOOK FOR IN AN ARMY ROTC
SCHOLARSHIP CANDIDATE?

INTERVIEWERS LOOK FOR QUALITIES SUCH AS INTEGRITY, DISCIPLINE, RESPONSIBILITY, RESILIENCE, MOTIVATION, TEAMWORK,
AND A STRONG SENSE OF DUTY AND COMMITMENT TO SERVE.

How Do | ANSWER QUESTIONS ABOUT MY MOTIVATION FOR JOINING ARMY ROTC?

BE HONEST AND SPECIFIC ABOUT YOUR REASONS, WHETHER IT'S A DESIRE TO SERVE YOUR COUNTRY, DEVELOP LEADERSHIP
SKILLS, PURSUE A MILITARY CAREER, OR GAIN EDUCATIONAL BENEFITS. RELATE YOUR MOTIVATIONS TO YOUR PERSONAL VALUES
AND GOALS.

WHAT SHOULD | AvoID SAYING DURING AN ARMY RO T C SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW?

AVOID NEGATIVE COMMENTS ABOUT PREVIOUS EXPERIENCES, VAGUE ANSWERS, OVERCONFIDENCE, OR APPEARING UNPREPARED.
ALSO/ DO NOT DISCUSS CONTROVERSIAL TOPICS UNRELATED TO THE INTERVIEW OR SHOW A LACK OF RESPECT FOR THE
MILITARY.

How IMPORTANT IS PHYSICAL FITNESS IN THE ARMY RO T C SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW?

PHYSICAL FITNESS IS IMPORTANT AS IT REFLECTS YOUR ABILITY TO HANDLE THE PHYSICAL DEMANDS OF MILITARY TRAINING AND
SERVICE. YOU MAY BE ASKED ABOUT YOUR FITNESS ROUTINE OR HOW YOU MAINTAIN YOUR HEALTH AND READINESS.

CAN | ASk QUESTIONS DURING MY ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW?

YES/ ASKING THOUGHTFUL QUESTIONS SHOWS YOUR GENUINE INTEREST IN THE PROGRAM AND HELPS YOU UNDERSTAND WHAT
TO EXPECT. PREPARE QUESTIONS ABOUT TRAINING, CAREER OPPORTUNITIES, OR SUPPORT SYSTEMS AVAILABLE TO ROTC
CADETS.

\WHAT IS THE BEST WAY TO CONCLUDE AN ARMY RO T C SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW?

THANK THE INTERVIEWERS FOR THEIR TIME, EXPRESS YOUR ENTHUSIASM FOR THE OPPORTUNITY , AND BRIEFLY SUMMARIZE WHY
YOU BELIEVE YOU ARE A STRONG CANDIDATE FOR THE SCHOLARSHIP AND THE ROTC PROGRAM.

ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW QUESTIONS REPRESENT A PIVOTAL COMPONENT OF THE SELECTION PROCESS FOR
PROSPECTIVE CADETS SEEKING FINANCIAL SUPPORT AND LEADERSHIP OPPORTUNITIES THROUGH THE RESERVE OFFICERS” TRAINING
Corps (ROTC) (UNDERSTANDING THE NATURE, INTENT, AND TYPICAL CONTENT OF THESE QUESTIONS IS ESSENTIAL FOR
APPLICANTS AIMING TO SECURE ONE OF THESE COVETED SCHOLARSHIPS. THIS ARTICLE DELVES INTO THE NUANCES OF THE
INTERVIEW PHASE, OFFERING A DETAILED EXPLORATION OF THE TYPES OF QUESTIONS ASKED, THEIR UNDERLYING OBJECTIVES, AND

UNDERSTANDING THE ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW

THE ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW IS MORE THAN A MERE FORMALITY; IT SERVES AS A CRITICAL EVALUATIVE TOOL
THAT ENABLES SELECTION BOARDS TO ASSESS CANDIDATES’ SUITABILITY BEYOND ACADEMIC METRICS AND PHYSICAL FITNESS
SCORES. GIVEN THAT THE SCHOLARSHIP ENTAILS A COMMITMENT TO MILITARY SERVICE, INTERVIEWERS ARE KEEN TO GAUGE AN
APPLICANT’S MOTIVATION, LEADERSHIP POTENTIAL, ETHICAL COMPASS, AND ADAPTABILITY UNDER PRESSURE.



CANDIDATES OFTEN ENCOUNTER A RANGE OF QUESTIONS DESIGNED TO REVEAL PERSONALITY TRAITS, CRITICAL THINKING SKILLS,
AND ALIGNMENT WITH THE ARMY’S CORE VALUES: LOYALTY, DUTY, RESPECT, SELFLESS SERVICE, HONOR, INTEGRITY, AND
PERSONAL COURAGE. UNLIKE STANDARD COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEWS, THE ROTC PROCESS PLACES STRONG EMPHASIS ON
CHARACTER ASSESSMENT AND THE CANDIDATE’S UNDERSTANDING OF MILITARY LIFE.

ComMoN THeMES IN ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW (QUESTIONS

APPLICANTS CAN EXPECT QUESTIONS TO CLUSTER AROUND SEVERAL KEY THEMES:
* MoTIVATION AND COMMITMENT: INTERVIEWERS PROBE WHY THE CANDIDATE WANTS To JoIN THE ARMY ROTC
PROGRAM AND PURSUE A MILITARY CAREER.

o LEADERSHIP EXPERIENCE: QUESTIONS OFTEN FOCUS ON PAST LEADERSHIP ROLES OR SITUATIONS WHERE THE CANDIDATE
DEMONSTRATED INITIATIVE.

® ETHICAL DILEMMAS: SITUATIONAL QUESTIONS ASSESS THE CANDIDATE’S DECISION-MAKING AND MORAL REASONING.

o KNOWLEDGE OF THE ARMY AND ROTC: DEMONSTRATING AN UNDERSTANDING OF THE ARMY’S MISSIoN AND ROTC
PROGRAM EXPECTATIONS SIGNALS PREPAREDNESS AND GENUINE INTEREST.

o ACADEMIC AND PERSONAL CHALLENGES: CANDIDATES MAY BE ASKED ABOUT OBSTACLES THEY HAVE OVERCOME AND
HOW THOSE EXPERIENCES SHAPED THEM.

DeTAILED BREAKDOWN OF T YPICAL INTERVIEW QUESTIONS

A WELL-PREPARED CANDIDATE SHOULD FAMILIARIZE THEMSELVES WITH SPECIFIC QUESTIONS THAT COMMONLY ARISE DURING THE
ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW. BELOW IS AN ANALYTICAL BREAKDOWN OF THESE QUESTIONS AND THEIR INTENDED
EVALUATIVE PURPOSE.

QuesTIions ABouT MoTIVATION AND CAREER GOALS

o “WHy po YoU WANT TO JOIN THE ARMY ROTC PROGRAM?” THIS QUESTION ASSESSES THE GENUINENESS OF THE
CANDIDATE’S INTEREST AND COMMITMENT TO MILITARY SERVICE, LOOKING FOR THOUGHTFUL AND INFORMED RESPONSES
RATHER THAN GENERIC ANSWERS.

® “WHAT ARE YOUR LONG-TERM CAREER GOALS, AND HOW DOES ROTC FIT INTO THEM?” INTERVIEWERS EVALUATE HOW
WELL THE CANDIDATE HAS INTEGRATED THE RO T C EXPERIENCE INTO THEIR BROADER PROFESSIONAL ASPIRATIONS.

CANDIDATES SHOULD CRAFT ANSWERS THAT HIGHLIGHT BOTH PERSONAL AMBITION AND AN UNDERSTANDING OF THE
RESPONSIBILITIES ASSOCIATED WITH MILITARY LEADERSHIP.

LEADERSHIP AND TEAMWORK QUESTIONS

o “DESCRIBE A TIME WHEN YOU HAD TO LEAD A TEAM UNDER PRESSURE.” THIS QUESTION PROBES THE CANDIDATE’S



ABILITY TO MANAGE STRESS, MAKE DECISIONS, AND INSPIRE OTHERS—KEY ATTRIBUTES FOR FUTURE OFFICERS.

o “How DO YOU HANDLE CONFLICT WITHIN A GROUP SETTING?” EFFECTIVE CONFLICT RESOLUTION SKILLS ARE ESSENTIAL
IN MILITARY CONTEXTS, SO RESPONSES SHOULD DEMONSTRATE MATURITY, COMMUNICATION SKILLS, AND EMPATHY.

CANDIDATES ARE ENCOURAGED TO USE SPECIFIC EXAMPLES FROM SCHOOL, WORK, OR EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES THAT
ILLUSTRATE LEADERSHIP QUALITIES.

ETHICAL AND SITUATIONAL QUESTIONS

“IF YOU SAW A FELLOW CADET BREAKING A RULE, WHAT WOULD YOU DO?” THIS QUESTION EXAMINES THE CANDIDATE’S
INTEGRITY AND WILLINGNESS TO UPHOLD STANDARDS, EVEN IN CHALLENGING SITUATIONS.

“HAVE YOU EVER FACED AN ETHICAL DILEMMA? How DID YOU RESOL VE ITP” INTERVIEWERS LOOK FOR DEMONSTRATED

STRATEGIES FOR EFFECTIVE PREPARATION

PREPARATION FOR THE ARMY ROTC SCHOLARSHIP INTERVIEW REQUIRES MORE THAN MEMORIZING ANSWERS. CANDIDATES
SHOULD ENGAGE IN REFLECTIVE PRACTICE TO ARTICULATE THEIR PERSONAL STORIES CLEARLY AND CONFIDENTLY. MoCk
INTERVIEWS WITH MENTORS OR ROTC OFFICERS CAN PROVIDE VALUABLE FEEDBACK AND REDUCE ANXIETY.

RESEARCHING THE ARMY’S VALUES, ROTC PROGRAM DETAILS, AND CURRENT MILITARY AFFAIRS IS ALSO CRITICAL. BEING
CONVERSANT WITH THESE TOPICS SHOWS INTERVIEWERS THAT CANDIDATES ARE SERIOUS AND WELL-INFORMED.

ADDITIONALLY, CANDIDATES SHOULD PREPARE THOUGHTFUL QUESTIONS TO ASK INTERVIEWERS. THIS DEMONSTRATES INTEREST
AND A PROACTIVE ATTITUDE.

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Assessments for Predicting Disenrollment of Four-Year Scholarship Recipients from the Reserve
Officer Training Corps Daniel J. Putka, 2009 The Reserve Officer Training Corps (ROTC) is an
essential commissioning source for the U.S. Army. ROTC has recently produced the majority of the
Army's new Officers and yields Officers that eventually reach the highest ranks. Analyses have
indicated that Officers graduating from the four-year ROTC scholarship program tend to be more
likely than their non-scholarship ROTC, U.S. Military Academy (USMA), and Officer Candidate
School (OCS) counterparts to leave after their initial Active Duty Service Obligation (ADSO).
Furthermore, relative to non-scholarship Cadets, four-year scholarship Cadets tend to be less likely
to complete the ROTC program and become commissioned Officers. Data collected for the current
project showed that approximately 10.3% of four-year scholarship freshmen in 2007 disenrolled
between their freshman and sophomore years.
