THESE IDIOMS REVEAL HOW THE HEART SYMBOLIZES CHARACTER TRAITS BEYOND JUST EMOTIONS.

My HearRT IN ASIAN LANGUAGES

IN MANY ASIAN CULTURES, THE HEART IS NOT ONLY THE SEAT OF EMOTIONS BUT ALSO A SPIRITUAL CENTER. THe wAY “MY
HEART” IS EXPRESSED IN ASIAN LANGUAGES REFLECTS DEEP PHILOSOPHICAL AND CULTURAL BELIEFS.

* AMHARIC: (LIBE) — REFERS TO THE HEART AND IS OFTEN USED IN EXPRESSIONS OF LOVE AND EMOTION.

EXPRESSIONS AND SYMBOLISM IN MIDDLE EASTERN AND AFRICAN CULTURES

IN MANY MIDDLE EASTERN CULTURES, THE HEART IS THE SOUL’S SEAT AND A SYMBOL OF SINCERITY AND LOVE. ARABIC POETRY
AND SONG FREQUENTLY USE ”QALBI” TO ARTICULATE DEEP EMOTIONAL BONDS. SIMILARLY, IN AFRICAN LANGUAGES LIKE
S\X/AHILI, THE HEART SYMBOLIZES NOT JUST LOVE BUT BRAVERY AND SPIRIT.

FOR INSTANCE, IN ARABIC, THE PHRASE “[?] > (QALBI MA’AK) MEANS “MY HEART IS WITH YOU,” CONVEYING
/ / 1
SOLIDARITY AND AFFECTION. THIS EMOTIONAL RICHNESS ENHANCES THE MEANING BEHIND “MY HEART” IN THESE LANGUAGES.
