SPRING TRAINING A PLAYGROUND WHERE FUTURE STARS BEGIN TO EMERGE.

Key DATES AND GAMES ON THE ORIOLES SPRING TRAINING SCHEDULE

OFFERS A FAN-FRIENDLY ATMOSPHERE WITH AFFORDABLE TICKETS AND OPPORTUNITIES TO GET CLOSE TO THE ACTION. FOR
THOSE WHO CAN’T MAKE IT TO FLORIDA, MANY GAMES ARE BROADCAST ON LOCAL SPORTS NETWORKS OR AVAILABLE THROUGH
MLB’s STREAMING SERVICES, ALLOWING FANS NATIONWIDE TO STAY TUNED.

THESE CONTESTS OFFER A CRITICAL BAROMETER FOR THE ORIOLES, ALLOWING THEM TO GAUGE THEIR COMPETITIVE STANDING
AGAINST FAMILIAR FOES. ADDITIONALLY, GAMES AGAINST NATIONAL LEAGUE TEAMS PROVIDE AN OPPORTUNITY TO TEST
STRATEGIES AGAINST DIVERSE PLAYING STYLES.

STRATEGIC IMPORTANCE OF THE SPRING TRAINING SCHEDULE

THE ORIOLES’ SPRING TRAINING STRATEGY REVOLVES AROUND MAXIMIZING PLAYER PERFORMANCE AND MINIMIZING INJURY RISKS.

GAMES TO BOOST FAN ENGAGEMENT AND MEDIA ATTENTION. THE ORIOLES, WHILE MINDFUL OF FAN EXPERIENCE, APPEAR MORE
FOCUSED ON PLAYER READINESS AND SYSTEMATIC ASSESSMENT, REFLECTING THEIR REBUILDING PHASE AND STRATEGIC PRIORITIES.

Pros AND CoNs ofF THE ORIOLES> APPROACH

¢ PRos: THe ORIOLES’ DETAILED AND PLAYER-CENTRIC SPRING TRAINING SCHEDULE SUPPORTS GRADUAL CONDITIONING,
REDUCES INJURY RISK, AND ENHANCES TALENT EVALUATION.

o CoNs: FEWER MARQUEE EXHIBITION GAMES MIGHT LIMIT EARLY FAN EXCITEMENT AND MEDIA BUZZ. THE CONSERVATIVE
SCHEDULE COULD DELAY THE ASSESSMENT OF TEAM CHEMISTRY IN HIGH-PRESSURE SCENARIOS.
