ACCESSIBLE PRIMARILY BY FERRY, WHICH ADDS A DELIGHTFUL ELEMENT OF ADVENTURE TO YOUR TRIP.

FErRRY SERVICES

THE MOST POPULAR MODE OF TRANSPORT IS THE FERRY. FERRIES DEPART FROM SEVERAL POINTS ALONG THE RHODE ISLAND
COAST, INCLUDING POINT JUDITH AND NEWPORT. THE RIDE FROM POINT JUDITH TAKES ROUGHLY 55 MINUTES, WHILE THE
NEWPORT FERRY TAKES A BIT LONGER BUT OFFERS STUNNING VIEWS OF THE COASTLINE. BOOKING TICKETS IN ADVANCE,
ESPECIALLY DURING SUMMER MONTHS, IS A SMART MOVE SINCE THE ISLAND ATTRACTS MANY VISITORS.

FOR A MORE SCENIC AND QUICKER OPTION, YOU CAN FLY INTO BLock ISLAND STATE AIRPORT. SMALL PLANES REGULARLY
SHUTTLE PASSENGERS FROM NEARBY AIRPORTS LIKE WESTERLY STATE AIRPORT OR NEW BEDFORD REGIONAL AIRPORT. THIS
OPTION IS PERFECT FOR TRAVELERS LOOKING TO MAXIMIZE THEIR TIME ON THE ISLAND OR AVOID FERRY SCHEDULES.

THe MOHEGAN BLUFFS

THE MAINLAND, ACCESSIBLE MAINLY BY FERRY OR SMALL AIRCRAFT.

FERRY SERVICES

THe BLock ISLAND FERRY IS THE MOST POPULAR MODE OF TRANSPORT, WITH MULTIPLE DEPARTURES DAILY FROM POINT
JupiTH, RHODE IsLAND, AND NEw LoNDON, CONNECTICUT. THE FERRY RIDE TYPICALLY TAKES ABOUT 55 MINUTES FROM POINT
JUDITH AND 75 MINUTES FROM NEW L ONDON. SEASONAL SCHEDULES ADJUST TO ACCOMMODATE PEAK SUMMER TOURISM, WITH
INCREASED FREQUENCY FROM MAY THROUGH OCTORER.

CANCELLATIONS, A FACTOR WORTH CONSIDERING DURING THE OFF-SEASON OR INCLEMENT WEATHER.

AIR TRAVEL

FOR TRAVELERS SEEKING SPEED AND CONVENIENCE, BLock ISLAND STATE AIRPORT OFFERS DAILY FLIGHTS FROM WESTERLY
STATE AIRPORT AND OCCASIONALLY FROM OTHER REGIONAL HUBS. THE AIRSTRIP, WHILE SMALL, ACCOMMODATES SINGLE~
ENGINE PLANES AND PROVIDES STUNNING AERIAL VIEWS OF THE ISLAND’S COASTLINE. THIS OPTION IS PARTICULARLY APPEALING
FOR BUSINESS TRAVELERS OR THOSE ON TIGHT SCHEDULES BUT IS GENERALLY MORE EXPENSIVE THAN FERRY SERVICES.

EXPLORING BLOCK ISLAND

BLOCK ISLAND’S RELATIVELY COMPACT SIZE——APPROXIMATELY 7 MILES LONG AND 3.5 MILES WIDE—MAKES IT AN IDEAL
DESTINATION FOR EXPLORATION ON FOOT, BY BICYCLE, OR ELECTRIC SCOOTER. THE ISLAND’S LANDSCAPE IS CHARACTERIZED BY
SANDY BEACHES, ROLLING HILLS, AND PROTECTED NATURE RESERVES.

NATURAL ATTRACTIONS AND OUTDOOR ACTIVITIES

BLOCK ISLAND IS RENOWNED FOR ITS PRISTINE BEACHES, SUCH AS CRESCENT BEACH AND MANSION BEACHI WHICH OFFER
EXCELLENT OPPORTUNITIES FOR SWIMMING, SUNBATHING, AND BEACHCOMBING. THE ISLAND’S CLIFFS AND BLUFFS, PARTICULARLY
AROUND MOHEGAN BLUFFS, PROVIDE DRAMATIC VISTAS OF THE ATLANTIC OCEAN AND ARE POPULAR FOR HIKING AND
PHOTOGRAPHY.



THEe PRESENCE OF THE BLock ISLAND NATIONAL WILDLIFE REFUGE, ESTABLISHED TO PROTECT MIGRATORY BIRDS AND NATIVE
SPECIES, ADDS AN ECOLOGICAL DIMENSION TO THE ISLAND’S APPEAL. BIRDWATCHING ENTHUSIASTS CAN SPOT SPECIES LIKE
PIPING PLOVERS AND OSPREYS, ESPECIALLY DURING SPRING AND FALL MIGRATIONS.

X/ ATER-BASED ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING KAYAKING, PADDLEBOARDING, AND FISHING, ARE WIDELY AVAILABLE. LoCAL OPERATORS
OFFER RENTALS AND GUIDED TOURS, ALLOWING VISITORS TO EXPLORE THE ISLAND’S COASTLINE AND MARINE HABITATS SAFELY
AND ENJOYABLY.

CULTURAL AND HisTorICAL HIGHLIGHTS

BLock ISLAND’S HISTORY DATES BACK TO THE 17TH CENTURY, AND ITS CULTURAL HERITAGE IS PRESERVED THROUGH SITES
SUCH AS THE SOUTHEAST LIGHTHOUSE AND NORTH LIGHTHOUSE, BOTH ICONIC LANDMARKS. THE SOUTHEAST LIGHTHOUSE,

TRANSPORTATION ON THE ISLAND IS PREDOMINANTLY BIKE-FRIENDLY, WITH RENTAL SHOPS READILY AVAILABLE. HO\X/EVER,
VISITORS SHOULD BE PREPARED FOR HILLY TERRAIN AND CHANGING WEATHER CONDITIONS, WHICH CAN AFFECT CYCLING
COMFORT.

CONNECTIVITY CAN BE LIMITED IN CERTAIN PARTS OF THE ISLAND, AS CELLULAR SERVICE AND INTERNET ACCESS ARE NOT
UNIFORMLY ROBUST, AN IMPORTANT CONSIDERATION FOR THOSE NEEDING CONSTANT COMMUNICATION.

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS
