WHAT Is A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS?

AT ITS CORE, A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS IS AN EFFORT TO BLEND THE FOUR DISTINCT BOOKS OF THE NEw TESTAMENT,
ALIGNING THEIR STORIES CHRONOLOGICALLY AND THEMATICALLY. INSTEAD OF READING EACH GOSPEL IN ISOLATION, A HARMONY
ALLOWS READERS TO SEE HOW THE EVENTS INJESUS’ LIFE INTERLOCK AND COMPLEMENT ONE ANOTHER.

EACH GOSPEL WRITER HAD A UNIQUE AUDIENCE AND PURPOSE, WHICH SHAPED HOW THEY PRESENTEDJESUSI STORY. For
EXAMPLE, MATTHEW WAS WRITING PRIMARILY FOR AJE\X/ISH AUDIENCE, EMPHASIZINGJESUS AS THE FULFILLMENT oF OLD
TESTAMENT PROPHECIES. MARK’S GOSPEL IS CONCISE AND ACTION-ORIENTED, APPEALING TO ROMAN READERS. LUKE OFFERS A
DETAILED AND ORDERLY ACCOUNT WITH A FOCUS ON UNIVERSAL SALVATION, ANDJOHN PRESENTS A MORE THEOLOGICAL AND
SPIRITUAL PORTRAIT OFJESUS. A HARMONY RESPECTS THESE NUANCES WHILE CREATING A UNIFIED NARRATIVE.

\WHY CReEATE A HARMONY?

THERE ARE SEVERAL REASONS WHY HARMONIZING THE GOSPELS IS BOTH VALUABLE AND INSIGHTFUL:

- ¥*CLARITY AND CONTINUITY: ** SOMETIMES, THE GOSPELS PRESENT THE SAME EVENT WITH SLIGHT VARIATIONS IN TIMING OR
DETAIL. A HARMONY HELPS CLARIFY THE SEQUENCE, MAKING THE STORY EASIER TO FOLLOW.

- **Deeper STUDY:*¥* FOR THOSE STUDYING THE LIFE OFJESUS IN DEPTH, SEEING ALL GOSPEL PERSPECTIVES SIDE BY SIDE
ENHANCES UNDERSTANDING OF KEY EVENTS AND TEACHINGS.

- ¥**DEVOTIONAL READING:** A HARMONIZED ACCOUNT CAN SERVE AS A POWERFUL DEVOTIONAL TOOL, OFFERING A
CONTINUOUS STORY THAT DRAWS READERS INTO THE LIFE OF CHRIST.

- **HiSTORICAL INSIGHT:** COMPARING GOSPEL ACCOUNTS CAN REVEAL HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL DETAILS THAT MIGHT BE
OVERLOOKED WHEN READING JUST ONE GOSPEL.

METHODS OF HARMONIZING THE GOSPELS

THERE ISN’T JUST ONE WAY TO CREATE A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS. SCHOLARS AND BIBLE ENTHUSIASTS HAVE DEVELOPED
VARIOUS APPROACHES OVER THE CENTURIES, EACH WITH ITS UNIQUE BENEFITS.

PARALLEL COLUMNS

ONE OF THE MOST POPULAR METHODS IS ARRANGING THE TEXT IN PARALLEL COLUMNS. EACH GOSPEL’S ACCOUNT OF AN EVENT
IS PLACED SIDE BY SIDE, ALLOWING READERS TO COMPARE AND CONTRAST DIRECTLY. THIS FORMAT HIGHLIGHTS SIMILARITIES
AND DIFFERENCES WITHOUT ALTERING THE TEXT.



CHRONOLOGICAL NARRATIVE

ANOTHER APPROACH IS TO WEAVE THE GOSPEL ACCOUNTS INTO A CONTINUOUS, CHRONOLOGICAL STORY. THIS METHOD
INVOLVES DECIDING THE ORDER OF EVENTS, ESPECIALLY WHEN GOSPEL WRITERS PRESENT INCIDENTS IN DIFFERENT SEQUENCES. IT
REQUIRES CAREFUL INTERPRETATION TO MAINTAIN FIDELITY TO THE ORIGINAL TEXTS.

SELECTIVE INTEGRATION

SOME HARMONIES FOCUS ON THEMATIC INTEGRATION RATHER THAN STRICT CHRONOLOGY. FOR EXAMPLE, A HARMONY MIGHT
GROUP TEACHINGS, MIRACLES, OR PARABLES TOGETHER FROM ALL FOUR GOSPELS TO PROVIDE A COMPREHENSIVE VIEW OF A
PARTICULAR ASPECT OFJESUS/ MINISTRY.

CHALLENGES IN HARMONIZING THE GOSPELS

W/HILE A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS OFFERS MANY BENEFITS, IT ALSO PRESENTS CERTAIN CHALLENGES THAT ARE IMPORTANT TO
RECOGNIZE.

DIFFERENCES IN CHRONOLOGY

ONE OF THE BIGGEST PUZZLES IS THAT THE GOSPELS DO NOT ALWAYS AGREE ON THE ORDER OF EVENTS. FOR INSTANCE, THE
CLEANSING OF THE TEMPLE APPEARS EARLY INJOHN)S GOSPEL BUT LATER IN THE SYNOPTIC GOSPELS (MATTHE\X/, MARK, AND
LUKE). HARMONIZERS MUST DECIDE HOW TO RECONCILE THESE DIFFERENCES.

V ARIATIONS IN DETAIL

EACH GOSPEL WRITER INCLUDES OR OMITS DETAILS BASED ON THEIR PURPOSE AND AUDIENCE. SOMETIMES, THESE VARIATIONS
CAN SEEM CONTRADICTORY. A HARMONY MUST HANDLE SUCH INSTANCES CAREFULLY TO AVOID OVERSIMPLIFICATION.

ResPECTING THEOLOGICAL EMPHASES

THE GOSPEL WRITERS HAD DISTINCT THEOLOGICAL THEMES THEY WANTED TO EMPHASIZE. HARMONIZING REQUIRES SENSITIVITY
TO THESE EMPHASES WITHOUT LOSING THE UNIQUE VOICE OF EACH GOSPEL.

PoPULAR HARMONIES AND RESOURCES

OVER THE CENTURIES, NUMEROUS HARMONIES OF THE GOSPELS HAVE BEEN PRODUCED, RANGING FROM SIMPLE CHARTS TO
COMPREHENSIVE BOOKS.

DIATESSARON/ WHICH MERGED THE FOUR GOSPELS INTO ONE CONTINUOUS NARRATIVE.

W/HY ARE HARMONIES OF THE GOSPELS IMPORTANT FOR BIBLICAL STUDIES?

HARMONIES HELP SCHOLARS AND READERS COMPARE THE ACCOUNTS OFJESUSI LIFE ACROSS THE FOUR GOSPELS, IDENTIFY
SIMILARITIES AND DIFFERENCES, AND BETTER UNDERSTAND THE HISTORICAL AND THEOLOGICAL CONTEXT OF THE New TESTAMENT
NARRATIVES.

\WHAT ARE SOME POPULAR MODERN HARMONIES OF THE GOSPELS?

POPULAR MODERN HARMONIES INCLUDE THE WORKS BY KURT ALAND, THE ‘SYNOPSIS OF THE FOUR GOSPELS’ BY KURT ALAND,
AND THE ‘A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS’ BY ROBERT L. THOMAS AND STANLEY N. GUNDRY.

How DOES A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS DIFFER FROM A GOSPEL SYNOPSIS?

A HARMONY ARRANGES GOSPEL EVENTS INTO A SINGLE NARRATIVE, BLENDING THE TEXTS, WHEREAS A SYNOPSIS PLACES THE
FOUR GOSPELS SIDE BY SIDE IN COLUMNS TO ALLOW DIRECT COMPARISON WITHOUT MERGING THE TEXT.

CAN A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS RESOLVE CONTRADICTIONS BETWEEN THE GOSPEL
ACCOUNTS?

THAT INTEGRATES THE FOUR GOSPEL ACCOUNTS.

ARE THERE DIGITAL OR ONLINE VERSIONS OF GOSPEL HARMONIES AVAILABLE?

YES, SEVERAL DIGITAL VERSIONS AND ONLINE TOOLS OFFER GOSPEL HARMONIES, ALLOWING USERS TO READ, STUDY, AND

How pbo HARMONIES HANDLE UNIQUE EVENTS FOUND IN ONLY ONE GOSPEL?

HARMONIES TYPICALLY INCORPORATE UNIQUE EVENTS IN THEIR APPROPRIATE CHRONOLOGICAL PLACE, SOMETIMES WITH NOTES
INDICATING THEY APPEAR IN ONLY ONE GOSPEL TO MAINTAIN TRANSPARENCY.

\WHAT CHALLENGES DO SCHOLARS FACE WHEN CREATING A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS?

CHALLENGES INCLUDE DECIDING THE CHRONOLOGICAL ORDER OF EVENTS, ADDRESSING DISCREPANCIES BETWEEN ACCOUNTS, AND
BALANCING THEOLOGICAL INTERPRETATIONS WHILE STRIVING FOR AN ACCURATE AND COHERENT NARRATIVE.

UNDERSTANDING THE CONCEPT OF A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS

THE PRIMARY OBJECTIVE BEHIND CREATING A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS IS TO RECONCILE OVERLAPPING STORIES AND EVENTS,
PRESENTING THEM IN CHRONOLOGICAL ORDER WITHOUT LOSING THE UNIQUE VOICE OF EACH EVANGELIST. HISTORICALLY/
HARMONIES WERE CRAFTED TO FACILITATE DEVOTIONAL READING OR ACADEMIC COMPARISON, WITH EARLY EXAMPLES DATING
BACK TO THE SECOND CENTURY. MODERN HARMONIES RANGE FROM STRICT CHRONOLOGICAL ARRANGEMENTS TO THEMATIC
COMPILATIONS, CATERING TO DIVERSE AUDIENCES INCLUDING THEOLOGIANS, HISTORIANS, AND LAY READERS.

A HARMONY IS NOT MERELY A COLLATED TEXT BUT AN ANALYTICAL FRAMEWORK THAT HIGHLIGHTS BOTH CONVERGENCE AND
DIVERGENCE AMONG THE GOSPEL ACCOUNTS. |T ENABLES A MORE NUANCED UNDERSTANDING OF THE HISTORICALJESUS BY

EXAMINING HOW EACH GOSPEL WRITER TAILORED THEIR PORTRAYAL TO ADDRESS SPECIFIC COMMUNITIES OR THEOLOGICAL
CONCERNS.

Key FEATURES oF GosPeEL HARMONIZATION

THE PROCESS OF HARMONIZATION INVOLVES SEVERAL CRITICAL CONSIDERATIONS:

CHRONOLOGICAL SEQUENCINGZ ALIGNING EVENTS IN A TIMELINE THAT ATTEMPTS TO REFLECT THE HISTORICAL ORDER.

TexTUAL COMPARISON: SIDE-BY-SIDE EXAMINATION OF PARALLEL PASSAGES TO IDENTIFY SIMILARITIES AND DIFFERENCES.

ResoLVING CONTRADICTIONS: ADDRESSING APPARENT CONFLICTS, SUCH AS DIFFERING RESURRECTION ACCOUNTS OR
VARIATIONS IN JESUS’ SAYINGS.

EACH OF THESE FEATURES IS ESSENTIAL TO CONSTRUCTING A HARMONY THAT IS BOTH FAITHFUL TO THE SOURCE MATERIAL AND
ACCESSIBLE TO CONTEMPORARY READERS.

CoMPARATIVE ANALYSIS: THE FOUR GosPELS IN CONVERSATION

A HALLMARK OF ANY HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS IS ITS ABILITY TO FACILITATE A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS AMONG THE FOUR
NARRATIVES. WHILE MATTHE\X/, MARK/ AND LUKE ARE OFTEN GROUPED AS THE SYNOPTIC GOSPELS DUE TO THEIR OVERLAPPING
CONTENT AND LITERARY STYLE,JOHN STANDS APART WITH A MORE SYMBOLIC AND THEOLOGICAL APPROACH.



SYNOPTIC SIMILARITIES AND DIFFERENCES

THE SYNOPTIC GOSPELS SHARE NUMEROUS STORIES, PARABLES, AND MIRACLES, OFTEN USING PARALLEL LANGUAGE AND
SEQUENCE. THIS LITERARY INTERDEPENDENCE IS THE FOUNDATION FOR MANY HARMONIES, ENABLING SCHOLARS TO ALIGN
PASSAGES AND FILL IN NARRATIVE GAPS. HO\X/EVER, DESPITE THESE SIMILARITIES, EACH GOSPEL INTRODUCES UNIQUE ELEMENTS:

o MATTHEW: EMPHASIZES JESUS AS THE MESSIAH AND FULFILLMENT OF OLD TESTAMENT PROPHECIES, INCORPORATING
EXTENSIVE TEACHING BLOCKS LIKE THE SERMON ON THE MOUNT.

o MARK: THE SHORTEST AND EARLIEST GOSPEL, CHARACTERIZED BY A FAST-PACED NARRATIVE AND AN EMPHASIS ON
JESUS’ ACTIONS AND SUFFERING.

o LUKE: HIGHLIGHTS COMPASSION, SOCIAL JUSTICE, AND INCLUSIVITY, OFFERING DETAILED BIRTH NARRATIVES AND
PARABLES SUCH AS THE GoOoD SAMARITAN.

A HARMONY OF THE GOSPELS MUST CAREFULLY NAVIGATE THESE DISTINCTIONS TO PRESERVE THE INTEGRITY OF EACH AUTHOR’S
MESSAGE WHILE CONSTRUCTING A UNIFIED STORY.

JonN’s UNIQUE VoICE IN THE HARMONY

JOHN’S GOSPEL DIVERGES SIGNIFICANTLY IN STYLE AND CONTENT, FOCUSING ON THE DIVINITY OF CHRIST THROUGH LONG
DISCOURSES AND SYMBOLIC LANGUAGE. FOR INSTANCE,JOHN INCLUDES UNIQUE EVENTS SUCH AS THE WEDDING AT CANA AND
JESUS’ CONVERSATION WITH NICODEMUS/ ABSENT FROM THE SYNOPTICS. |NCORPORATINGJOHN INTO A HARMONY POSES

CHALLENGES, REQUIRING INTERPRETIVE DECISIONS ABOUT HOW TO SEQUENCE AND RELATE THESE PASSAGES TO THE SYNOPTIC
TIMELINE.

SOME HARMONIES PLACEJOHN’S MATERIAL IN PARALLEL COLUMNS OR APPEND THEM TO THE SYNOPTIC NARRATIVE, WHILE

OTHERS INTERWEAVE THE TEXTS MORE INTEGRATIVELY. THE APPROACH DEPENDS LARGELY ON THE INTENDED AUDIENCE AND
PURPOSE OF THE HARMONY.

THE PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS AND CHALLENGES OF GOSPEL HARMONIES

GOSPEL HARMONIZATION SERVES MULTIPLE PURPOSES ACROSS ACADEMIC, RELIGIOUS, AND EDUCATIONAL DOMAINS. HO\X/EVER,
IT ALSO ENCOUNTERS INHERENT CHALLENGES THAT REQUIRE CAREFUL METHODOLOGICAL CONSIDERATIONS.

TEACHING AND PREACHING: PROVIDES A RESOURCE FOR EDUCATORS AND CLERGY TO PRESENT A COHESIVE NARRATIVE.



CHALLENGES AND CRITICISMS

TeXTUAL DISCREPANCIES: V ARIATIONS IN DETAILS SOMETIMES RESIST STRAIGHTFORW ARD RECONCILIATION, RISKING
OVERSIMPLIFICATION.

THEOLOGICAL BIAS: HARMONIZATION CAN INADVERTENTLY PRIORITIZE ONE GOSPEL’S VIEWPOINT OVER OTHERS.

Loss oF LITERARY NUANCE: THE DISTINCT NARRATIVE STYLES AND EMPHASES MAY BE DILUTED IN A UNIFIED ACCOUNT.

HisTorICAL AMBIGUITY: THE EXACT CHRONOLOGICAL SEQUENCE REMAINS DEBATED, COMPLICATING HARMONIZATION
EFFORTS.

purpose of this HARMONY is to weave together the material in Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John, into
one continuous account that includes everything but does not repeat anything, and, so far as
possible, to put it in chronological order giving places and dates. In instances where two or more of
the writers have recorded the same event or teaching, the account that gives it most fully is printed
complete, and the additional material is inserted in parentheses at the appropriate places. It has
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been divided into 136 chapters, with appropriate headings. It is thus systematically arranged, and all
that the four writers have to say about any particular event or teaching is brought together in one
compact statement. Full Scripture references are given, usually by means of footnotes. Since all
repetition has been eliminated, this HARMONY is only about three-fourths as long as are the four
Gospels. This arrangement was worked out while the present editor was teaching Bible in Pikeville
College, in Kentucky. It proved to be a real help in class work. No claim is made that the present
arrangement is infallible. But no references have been consciously taken out of context or exhibited
in a false light. The four Gospels are the final authority. The table of contents gives a list of the
various events, teachings, miracles and parables; and a Scripture index makes it possible to locate
any particular passage or its parallel statement. The American Standard Version of 1901, rather
than the King James or any of the modern translations, has been used, since, in the opinion of the
present editor, it best preserves the beauty of the King James while improving the accuracy of
translation. We believe that it is well that our Bible is in language that to some extent sets it apart
from the uninspired writings of men, so that as we read it or hear it read we quite readily recognize
it as Scripture. We count it as one of the really great blessings that have come to the people of
Britain and America that the Bible has been given to them in this rather unique form. For more than
three and a half centuries these people have had the Bible readily available in the language of the
common people. And we believe that the enlightenment and progress that these nations have
enjoyed has been due primarily to that fact. One distinct advantage that the American Standard
Version has over the King James is that it arranges the material in paragraphs according to subject
matter rather than making each verse a separate paragraph. And certainly either of these versions
lends itself much more easily to memorizing than do the modern versions. It has been said that the
greatest service that anyone can render is to make more available the riches of grace that are found
in Christ our Saviour. The present arrangement is designed to make more readily available the
material found in the Gospels, and so to make more interesting and rewarding the time spent in
Bible study.
