UNLIKE MANY CHILDREN OF HIS ERA, NANAK WAS DRAWN MORE TO MEDITATION AND REFLECTION THAN TO MATERIAL PURSUITS.
HE OFTEN QUESTIONED THE RITUALS AND SUPERSTITIONS PREVALENT AROUND HIM. STORIES FROM HIS CHILDHOOD RECOUNT
MOMENTS WHERE HE WOULD DISAPPEAR FOR LONG HOURS, IMMERSED IN CONTEMPLATION BY THE RIVERBANKS OR UNDER TREES,
DISPLAYING AN EARLY INCLINATION TOW ARD DIVINE CONNECTION.

ONE OF THE MOST NOTABLE EPISODES FROM HIS YOUTH INVOLVES HIS LEGENDARY DISAPPEARANCE IN A RIVER DURING A BATHING
RITUAL. MANY BELIEVE THIS EVENT MARKED A TURNING POINT IN HIS SPIRITUAL AW AKENING, AFTER WHICH HE EMERGED WITH A
PROFOUND MESSAGE FOR THE WORLD.

THe DivINE REVELATION AND MISSION

ACCORDING TO SikH TRADITION, GURU NANAK DEV JI EXPERIENCED A DIVINE REVELATION AT THE AGE OF 30. AFTER HIS

CHAKNA" (SHARING WITH OTHERS).

GURU NANAK’S SPIRITUAL JOURNEYS, KNOWN AS UDASIS, TOOK HIM ACROSS INDIA, TIBET, MECCA, AND BEYOND, WHERE HE
ENGAGED WITH PEOPLE OF DIFFERENT FAITHS AND BACKGROUNDS. THESE TRAVELS ENRICHED HIS UNDERSTANDING AND ENABLED HIM
TO SPREAD HIS MESSAGE OF LOVE, PEACE, AND UNITY.
